South African singer and songwriter, Babette returns with a powerful new single, Needed 

Your Love, with different music styles like pop-rock and alternative pop.

“It’s 

different,” she says. “It’s deep, but it still has that exciting edge that makes you want to turn 

up the volume and sing along.” Listeners are encouraged to embrace that love is never truly 

out of reach and that trusting again is not only possible, it is transformative. Babette hopes 

the single will inspire those who have lost faith in love, to believe again. “I want this single to 

find someone who’s given up,” she says. 

 

The music video, produced by Zander de Beer, brought together a talented team: Hendrik 

Odendaal captured behind-the-scenes moments, Michelle Jacobsz took care of makeup and 

hair, and Jaco Ras created the lighting that set the mood. At the heart of the story is Sebastian 



Williamson, whose lead performance adds emotional depth and authenticity. The filming 

unfolded across a range of vibrant and atmospheric locations, including Maboneng in Melville, 

the pine forest in Bryanston, and Babette’s own studio, each adding its own texture to the 

visual narrative.
